CD1b plays a role in
non-peptide glycolipid antigen presentation to CD1-restricted T cells. It is expressed on cortical double positive and
single positive thymocytes, Langerhans cells, and dendritic cells. In addition to antigen presentation, CD1b has been
implicated in thymic T cell development.
