Biological Activity: Specific Activity is > 2 x 106 units/mg. The biological activity was determined by measuring the 
dose-dependent proliferation of mouse CTLL-2 cells. The optimal concentration for each specific 
application should be determined empirically by an initial dose-response assay. IL-15 stimulates the 
proliferation of T cells, and also involved in activation of NK cells, neutrophils, and macrophages. 
Enhanced IL-15 secretion is observed in several disease states, including rheumatoid arthritis, 
psoriasis, inflammatory bowel disease, and pulmonary inflammatory diseases. 

Formulation: Lyophilized. 

Sterility: Filtered prior to lyophilization . 

Endotoxin: < 1 EU/g 

Production: Recombinant human IL-15 is produced in E. coli and purified by sequential chromatography. 

Reconstitution 
Recommendation: 

We recommend to reconstitute the lyophilized protein in sterile ddH2O containing at least 0.1% 
human serum albumin or bovine serum albumin to prepare a stock solution nof no less than 1 
mg/mL of the protein.  The reconstituted protein should be apportioned into working aliquots and 
stored at ≤ –20oC.  

Suggested Working 
Dilutions: 

The optimal concentration should be determined for each specific application. 

Storage: The lyophilized protein is stable for a few weeks at room termperature, but is best stored at –20oC.  
Reconstituted human IL-15 should be stored at ≤ –20oC (not in a frost-free freezer). Keep freeze-
thaw cycles to a minimum.
