STORAGE & HANDLING

diluted, it is recommended that only the quantity to be used within

one week be diluted.

Antigen Specificity: The H57-597 monoclonal antibody (mAb)
reacts with all mouse off TCR expressing T cells via the § chain of
the T-cell receptor. The H57-597 mAb does not react with the
mouse Y0 TCR. Immobilized H57-597 mAb has been reported to
activate T cells bearing ap TCR'.

PRODUCT QUALITY CONTROL

Every lot is tested by flow cytometry using freshly harvested
mouse lymph node cells. When staining with H57-597, it is
suggested that Fc receptors be pre-blocked with purified mouse
CD16/32 antibody (Cat# MFCRO00) to reduce Fc receptor-
mediated non-specific binding. Because conditions may vary, it is
recommended that each investigator determine the optimal amount
of antibody to be used for each application.
