as PBS with 1.0% BSA. The addition of a preservative such as 0.1% sodium azide is also 
recommended. For Western blotting, a dilution of 5 µg/mL will detect 100 ng of hIL-13. 

 
Storage:   Store at ≤ –20°C. For maximal stability, apportion into working aliquots and store at 

≤ –20°C upon initial thawing. Avoid repeated freeze-thaw cycles. 
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
